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CHECKLIST TO AUDIT THE S-I-N APPROACH FOR COVID-19 AT HEALTH FACILITIES
This checklist is to be used by the IPC focal persons and RRT team members in every state in Nigeria.  
It is an auditing tool to monitor and evaluate the compliance of health facilities with the establishment and operations of the S-I-N (screening, identification and notification) approach for a suspected COVID-19 patient in order to control its spread into the health facilities.
This checklist should ONLY be used by infection prevention and control practitioners or focal person adequately trained to use it.

	Is there a visible respiratory triage area in the health facility?

	Is the respiratory triage area located at the point of entry (PoE) to the health facility?

	Is there a staff always present at the respiratory triage area?

	Is the personnel at the respiratory triage area trained to screen patients for COVID-19?
Ask for the clinical and epidemiological data of COVID-19.
You may ask about the case definition of COVID-19.

	Is the respiratory triage questionnaires (scoring tool for screening COVID-19) present at the respiratory triage area?
Make sure you see the questionnaires
	

	6.
	Are there materials for performing hand hygiene at the respiratory triage area?
Alcohol solution in bottle or dispenser
Hand washing sink with running water, soap and disposable hand towels
	

	7.
	Are there adequate PPE (personal protective equipment) at the respiratory triage area? Face masks, Gloves, Gowns, Eye goggles
	

	8.
	Are there posters and signage of the following at the triage area:
· Case definition of COVID-19
· Steps of hand hygiene (handwashing and hand rubbing).
· Steps for donning and doffing of PPE
· Respiratory hygiene

	Is there a respiratory clinic for further evaluation of a suspected COVID-19 patient?
	

	10.
	Are there materials for performing hand hygiene at the respiratory clinic?
Alcohol solution in bottle or dispenser
Hand washing sink with running water, soap and disposable hand towels
	

	11.
	Are there adequate PPE (personal protective equipment) at the respiratory triage area? Face masks, Gloves, Gowns, Eye goggles
	

	12.
	Are there posters and signage of the following at the triage area:
· Case definition of COVID-19.
· Steps of hand hygiene (handwashing and hand rubbing).
· Respiratory hygiene
· The 5 Moments of hand hygiene
· Steps for donning and doffing of PPE
	

	13.
	Are there ONLY essential health workers at the respiratory clinic?
Physician and nurse
	

	14.
	Are the health workers trained to handle a suspected COVID-19 patient?
· Ask questions about case definition
· Ask questions about infection prevention and control measures to use in protecting themselves – Protected Exposure
· Ask question about the next sequence of action if the patient is highly suspected or not suspected of COVID-19.
· Ask for the workflow chart that gives direction about the S-I-N approach (This chart is to direct the work of staff regarding a suspected COVID-19 case at the PoE till exit to the next line of action, either exempted or suspected as COVID-19
	

	15.
	Does the health facility have the notification phone number of the NCDC (Nigerian Centre for Disease Control) at the premises for the S-I-N approach? Ask to see it
	

	16.
	Is there an isolation room at the facility for performing an aerosol generating procedure to take samples of the patient for COVID-19 confirmation?
	

	17.
	If question 16 is Yes, ask if the isolation room is well ventilated and has the appropriate PPE (gloves, gown, .N95, face shield)
	

	18.
	If question 16 is NO, ask about the next line of action:
· Referring to a reference laboratory for the COVID-19 testing.
· Calling State Epidemiologist or DSNO
· Calling the NCDC notification phone number.
